Chronology of 94 years, continued.

1964
A $1.6 million bond issue passes along with $1 million
from a Federal grant to build the six-story Center Building.

March 1967
The Center Building opens and replaces the last section of
the original 1911 building.

April 1981

The current day Parking Structure
is completed with funding from
1-cent sales-tax money. The park-
ing structure included a helipad
and 502 parking spaces.

October 1984
The first Casper Surgical Center building opens under
private ownership.

1986

As the largest hospital in the state, Natrona County moves
to form a private, non-profit corporation to manage the hos-
pital assets. The hospital changes its name from Memorial
Hospital of Natrona County to Wyoming Medical Center.

March 1988
MRI/Imaging Building is completed and is leased by
Wyoming Imaging Center.

1989
WMC purchases the Casper Surgical Center

January 1990

The Central Services Building is completed as the first
phase of a major hospital expansion project. Funding is
derived from a Farm Loan Board loan and one percent
sales-tax revenue.

1992

The second addition to the Imaging Building is completed
adding Radiation Oncology and two other floors to the
building.

1995
WMC begins work on a new East Wing, South Entrance
Lobby and renovating major portions of the hospital.

August 1997
Demolition of the East Wing begins replacement of the
original East Wing from 1938.

May 1999
The Casper Surgical Center is relocated to their current
location.

October 1999
The new emergency room and sterile processing areas are
opened as part of the East Wing expansion.

December 1999
The East Wing and South Entrance
Lobby are completed.

2000

WMC purchases the Natrona

County Health Building from the

County to relocate administrative functions and information
services.

2001
Renovation is completed for public areas.
